
Bootleg Red Blend, 2012

Background
Bootleg was born from the unexpected. Our winemaker Brian Kosi is a graduate of UC Davis
and former assistant winemaker for Napa’s foundational FreemarkAbbey Winery. Although
his winemaking roots are firmly in the traditional, Brian has always had a deep love for
experimental red blends. His behind-the-scene passion projects allow him to explore the art
of blending the unexpected, and thus Bootleg was born.

In crafting this Bootleg Red Blend, Brian’s intent was to make a big, luscious red blend with
loads of dark fruit and power. He used Merlot from Napa’s Stagecoach Vineyard to serve
as the base due to its upfront red fruit and soft tannins that make this wine approachable
early on. The other varietals add structure, depth and richness which bring this blend full
circle.

"An intriguing offering from the Jackson family, the 2012 Proprietary Red this innovative
blend of 36% Merlot, 20% Petite Sirah, 21% Cabernet Sauvignon and the rest Syrah and
Zinfandel is outstanding. The wine comes from multiple vineyards in Northern California in
Napa Valley and is a reasonably good-sized cuvée of 5,000 cases. The wine shows plenty of
peppery, meaty, blackcurrant fruit, sweet cherries, loamy soil undertones, plenty of
licorice and spice box. This is a very Mediterranean styled, deep, fleshy red wine to drink
over the next 2-3 years. "
